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Parent Student Agreement Chile

We, as the applicant's parents or legal guardians, agree that ___________________________________________ 

has permission to apply to and participate in the High School Programme in Chile.

We agree to pay the programme fee and to furnish our child with sufficient spending money for expenses not covered by the programme fee.

We agree to relieve any member of the host family, organisation, and its partner in Chile ContactChile, corporate officers, employees, representatives and appointed agents of any financial responsibilities in the case of illness or death.

We agree to the following Rules of Conduct and understand that if our child breaks these rules he/she is liable to be sent home at our expense and without any refund of the programme fee. On conclusion of the contract our child (the Participant of the High School Programme in Chile) agrees:

1. not to consume any alcoholic drinks in the host country except with the host family and with the latter's consent and in moderate amounts;

2. not to smoke and / or take any other drugs/ narcotics;

3. to attend school daily except in the event of illness;

4. not to travel independently outside the district stipulated by the representative of

ContactChile (overnight trips with the host family or with another family are permissible with the consent of the host family and the local representative of ContactChile; overnight trips are also permissible with an approved group (school, church etc.); host family and local representative of ContactChile must be informed of such trips and have the possibility of contacting the participant by phone) before undertaking any trips beyond the Chilean borders to ascertain from the relevant authorities that there shall be no restrictions to his/her re-entering the country;

5. not to hitchhike, irrespective of whether alone or with friends;

6. not to drive any cars, motorcycles or other motor vehicles;

7. not to take up any job whatsoever during his/her stay in the host country with the exception of neighbourhood activities such as mowing lawns or babysitting;

8. not to participate in dangerous activities such as freeclimbing or skydiving;

9. to obtain the consent of the host family for all other activities and to ensure that the latter always knows where and with whom the participant is and when he/she shall return;

10. not to admit to a criminal law violation (if the participant is arrested and charged or if reliable information is received that he/she will be arrested and charged, he/she will be returned home as soon as legally possible);

11. to attend any meetings arranged with the local counsellor or other representative of ContactChile;

12. to comply with all rules of behaviour and instructions given by ContactChile and its representatives;

13. not to receive visits from parents or friends from his/her home country during the stay in Chile;

14. not to travel home during the programme (e.g. for Christmas);

15. to arrive in Chile independently, not being brought by family or friends;

16. not to extend the stay in the host country (exception: those who have chosen the semester programme and apply for rebooking to the year programme and have paid the relevant difference in fee). No extension of the exchange can be guaranteed;

17. to leave the host family in Chile within one week after the end of the programme, to leave Chile straight away and return to their home countries.

We have read, understood and agreed to all the conditions of participation in the Academic Year/Academic Semester in Chile.
