Training for Active Learning: Engaging the Envionment in Seville & Beyond
Co-Chairs: James L. Citron, Lexia International and Sarah Martin, SIT Study Abroad

As international educators, we aim to involve
students in both the academic and cultural
lives of their host countries. Just as our home
campuses strive to educate and graduate
well-rounded students, we want study almad
students to return to campus feeling maz
confident and able to navigate other languages,
communities, and social contexts, as well as
the subject matter leaned during overseas
classes. Though intemational education has
strong roots in classpom-based leaning,
some of the richest learing opportunities
often arise when traditional and experiential
approaches ae combinedNfor example, by
integrating neighboihood studies, community
drop-offs, life-story assignments, and/or
sewice-leaming opportunities into a
curriculum. This appr oach allows students
to gain andNmore importantlyNuse skills
that will serve them during their time abioad
and at home.

Using active leaning techniques, this session
will pr epare participants to engage students
in experiential leaming activities that can be
applied to a wide variety of education abvad
formats. The presenters will also attempt
to dispel the myth that OexperientialO and
OacademicO arincompatible patners.
Participants will engage in and theneflect on
activities that can be designed to complement
and enrich orientation programs and goup
excursions; to raise student involvement in
and understanding of their host community;
to prepare for field reseach; and to
complement traditional classoom leaning.
Because eflection is a key component of
an effective and successful experiential
learning activity, adequate time will be
devoted to goup facilitation and other
reflective techniques.
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The session will consist of thee components:

1. PreparationNar rival, intr oduction, and
activity instr uctions;

2. The ExperienceNan experiential activity
in Seville which paticipants will complete
in pairs or in small groups;

3. Reflective DiscussionNdebriefing of
the activity and presentation of theoy
and strategies.

During the preparation phase, the pesenters
will set the stage for the experience and
present the session's guidelines andognd
rules. During the next phase, they will engage
participants in the city of Seville by sending
them out on an active assignment. The final
phase will involve an active debriefing of the
learning experience in which paticipants
will identify what they learned and how
they leamed it, followed by a discussion of
experiential leaming theory, exercise design
and structure, facilitation techniques, and
other uses for similar activities. Pesenters
will also distribute sample activities and a
bibliography for fur ther reading.

Please note:This workshop will be adapted
for par ticipants with and without Spanish-
language proficiency. The workshop
co-chairs will contact you after you have
registered to gather moe information about
your Spanish proficiency and your previous
in-country experience.

V& assume that
any kind of travel abroad can stimulate
learning and sexe as a pute out of the deep
darkness closed minds can foment, however
we also know that this is not automatic. In
study abroad, we have both the oppdunity
and obligation to help students frame and
shape their leaning.

This workshop is tamgeted towads anyone
who works with students, and intoduces
a critical problem-posing appoach to
facilitating student reflection. It aims to move
beyond how's-it-going activitieso explore

interacting with others will thus be used
asvital points of departur e for catalyzing
student reflection. Participants will learn how
to incorporate critical learning strategies that
involve traditional academic essays, poeyy
fieldwork ffieldnotes, fiction, and film, among
other things.

Attendees will gain an understanding 1) of
the problem-posing appoach, and 2) of how
reading, writing, and interacting with hosts
relate to cultural leaming and critical
thinking. They will then perform activities
and leam how to adapt sample pompts,
assignments, and experiences to their
specific needs.

Despite our best dorts to create policies
and plans to deal with exteme student
crises, terrorist attacks, epidemics, and
natural disasters, few emegencies unfold
in ways we can foetell. In this workshop,
campus-based study alwad professionals,
U.S. based piogram providers, and on-site
staff will share personal accounts of crisis
management. Though a combination of
real life case studies, policy discussion,
and interactive execises, paticipants can
explore their professional and oganizational
readiness to pepare for and manage crises.

Case studies will include the SARS epidemic,
rape, student death, and terorist attacks.

The workshop will begin with a discussion
of policy creation on campus or within an
organization and provide some checklists and
guidance for creation of crisis management
plans. Presenters will then pesent eal life
stories of incidents. Presenters will shae
how events unfolded, paticularly unexpected
dimensions or aspects their plans had not
anticipated. Participants will then break
into small groups and be given a variety of
emeigency scenarios and be asked toeate
a response plan.
