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Diseñado por el arquitecto norteamericano Frank O. Gehry, el Museo Guggenheim Bilbao se convirtió desde su inauguración el 19 de 

octubre de 1997, en el símbolo de la nueva Bilbao, así como en el eje visual de la reestructuración urbana de la ría del Nervión  
y en imagen de todo el País Vasco. El edificio, de proporciones escultóricas, atrae por el juego de volúmenes, por sus líneas curvadas 
y por la plasticidad de los materiales empleados. La piedra, el vidrio y fundamentalmente el titanio, se conjugan creando una obra 
maestra en sí misma. El continente y el contenido son igualmente protagonistas, como ya sucediera con la sede de la fundación 

diseñada por Wright en Nueva York. Una construcción de 11.000m² de espacio expositivo,  entre los que destaca la gran galería de 
130m de largo que discurre bajo el Puente de la Salve. Articulados entorno a un gran atrio, tres niveles de galerías y una red de 

pasarelas, convierten a la sede de la Fundación Solomon Guggenheim Bilbao en un referente museístico de nivel mundial.
