MARCH 31, DAYTRIP TO HUELVA
Next week, Jose will give you the last details of the last daytrip of the program. Meanwhile, here you
have some info about what you are going to see there:

The Mines of Rio Tinto: It is one of the largest open-pit mines in Spain. Given its unique geological
characteristics, NAFSA once set up a research center in Minas, to help prepare for its missions to
Mars.

Linares de la Sierra: The road that leads to Linares de la Sierra is beautiful in itself. The town lies
down below, framed by high mountains and offering an image of unequalled beauty. Walking along
its clean, well-cared-for streets, the cobbled pavements that adorn the entrance of the houses
immediately draw your attention. They are mosaics or drawings made of two-tone stones that in
Linares are known as "Llanos" and are reminiscent of the mosaics of the Roman villas of which
remains have been found in the area. Going for a walk through its streets, and observing the
typical constructions made with the enchantment of Andalusian popular art is a rewarding
experience.

Aracena and Las Grutas de las Maravillas: The Gruta de las Maravillas (The Cave of Wonders) is
the most extensive cavern on the Iberian Peninsula. The interior covers a space of 1200 metres,
and includes six lakes, and twelve "rooms", some as large as cathedrals, with names such as "The
Emerald", "The Skins", and "The Glassware of God". The caves drip and grow with stalactites and
stalagmites, calcareous formations and erosions. The temperature of the grotto is the same at any
time of year. It sits at a humid 17 degrees. The caves are illuminated with spotlights. Pools are
crystal clear. It's almost as if there is no water at all--the bottom of the lakes is as clear to see as
the walls and ceilings. There are so many varied formations—crab-like points, soft, bulbous forms,
dripping Francis Bacon faces, millions of infant stalactites, growing like baby ferns from the roof.
